Following the GO/ NO GO checklist stated in the burn plan, maintain communication with other lighters and RX fire ignition specialist. Hand held radios shall be provided to all lighters. Lighters shall be trained in the use of drip torches. Do not fill torches near ignition sources. Do not spill burn mix on clothing. Be alert to foreign objects dumped in burn pile. 
Transport fuel in approved labeled containers secured in vehicle. No smoking within 25 ft. of mixing and filling areas. Do not fill or mix in pick ups with bed liners.
