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HIGHLIGHTS 
 

• Two Interagency Type 2 fire crews have been sent outside of Alaska. Their 
mobilization was initiated by the USDA Forest Service to provide Interagency 
personnel, who did not have the opportunity this summer to support fires in 
Alaska, the chance to go to the Lower-48 to help meet the national demand 
for firefighters and to build on their training. Not only is it the agencies’ desire 
to support the national wildland fire community and gain additional 
experience, it is equally important that these Interagency Crews exist to 
promote team-building and foster the existing working partnerships between 
agencies within the Alaska.

• Initial attack was light nationally with 111 new fires reported. There is a lull in

• Two new small fires were reported to the Alaska Interagency Coordination 

Center (AICC) Wednesday, one from the Kenai Area, one from the Fairbanks 
Area; both are contained. Currently 19 fires are active in Alaska, none are 
staffed. AICC reports that so far this year 274 fires have burned nearly 
269,415 acres statewide.  

 
• Red Flag Warnings (RFW) are in effect today for strong winds in the 1) 

Tanana River Flats from 2:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. and 2) The northeastern 
slopes of the eastern Alaska Range from now until 5:00 p.m.  RFWs mean 
that conditions are occurring or will occur which could lead to the 
development of large, dangerous wildfires.
