Fire Prevention 
Weather conditions have generally been warm 
and several areas throughout the state have 
received little to no precipitation. New fires have 
potential to spread. While lightning plays a role 
in ignitions, the majority of wildland fires are 
human-caused and therefore, preventable.  
 
Historically over the Memorial Day holiday 
weekend a number of new wildfires have been 
accidentally or negligently started due to escaped 
campfires, fireworks, spring debris burning/yard 
cleanup, and other recreational activities. 
 
Prevention measures free up firefighters and 
aviation resources to respond to naturally-caused 
fires and existing incidents. 
 
Remember 
 Make sure campfires are completely 
extinguished  
 Use fireworks carefully and only where 
legal 

 Adhere to Burn Permit regulations (http://forestry.alaska.gov/burn/). Call DOF before you burn to 
see if Burn Permit suspensions have been issued. A suspension is a temporary restriction on open 
burning and only pertains to DOF Burn Permits.  

 
Red Flag Warnings  

A Red Flag Warning has been issued by the National Weather Service for the Yukon Flats and 
surrounding uplands. A Red Flag Warning means that conditions are occurring, or will occur, which 
could lead to the development of large and dangerous wildfires. More information about the warning 
is available at: http://firewx.arh.noaa.gov/warnings.php.

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Fire Information 
Three new fires were reported to the Alaska Interagency Coordination Center (AICC) Tuesday. All 
three were human-caused. Two were in the Fairbanks Area and one was in the Mat-Su Area. The 3.5 
acre Anaa Baasee Fire, caused by a tree on a power line, was staffed with Fairbanks Area Forestry 
engines, helitack, the White Mountain Type 2 Initial Attack crew, the Fairbanks #1 Type 2 crew, the 
Steese Fire Department, and mutual aid agencies. The fire is contained and crews will continue to 
extinguish hot spots today.   
 
According to AICC, this year a total of 100 fires have burned nearly 154 acres statewide. Refer to 
AICC Situation Report for additional information:
