Course of Action – WFDSS Example

Suppress fire at smallest acres:
Minimize fire spread on private lands using aggressive suppression actions.  
Utilize appropriate suppression methods to keep the fire to the smallest possible size where safe and possible to do so.  Indirect line construction and burnout operations are allowed. 
Describe box:
Keep fire within the bounds of the Main Chena River, South and Middle fork Chena River, and Beaver Creek or southern portion of South Fork Chena.
Keep the fire north of the Quarry Road and Brigadier Road,  fire east of a line along the Manchu & Transmitter Road to the Chena River, west of the South Fork Chena River, and  south of the northern Military Boundary.
Protection of structures and/or allotments:
Protect identified structures by implementing tactics that do not use gelling, wrapping, or extensive hazardous fuels modifications, and avoid long-term staging of personnel. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Provide point protection to allotments and designated improvements.  Use appropriate risk assessments when determining the best tactics particularly when determining which improvements receive protection.  Authorized structures exist on state disposal lands along the Kantishna River, East Twin Lake, and West Twin Lake.  Additional authorized structures are likely to be found on other state disposal lands.  Improvements that are not located on identified disposal lands should be reviewed by the Division of Mining, Land and Water to determine status.  
Develop tactics to keep fire from moving west of the Tanana River to protect the Fireweed Subdivision and Robertson Remote Recreation sites.
Allow the fire to grow to the north and east while providing protection to Mansfield Village and the allotments.  Monitor fire movement and rate of spread.  Develop evaluation points for implementing structure protection actions.  The use of ridges that are sparse of fuels and creeks to check fire spread as it approaches the Village will be implemented if the fire continues to move.
No protection will be provided to the two allotments to the north of the fire in Mansfield drainage due to the high risk to firefighters.  The fuel type and terrain are a high risk environment for firefighters.
Provide for the protection of private property, associated improvements, and infrastructure.  Prevent the loss of structures where possible.
Develop and implement structure protection plans to protect residences, military infrastructure, and identified high value military areas and resources.
Use existing barriers:
Take advantage of opportunities by using natural barriers, opportunities to burn out, and check lines to protect identified values at risk.  Use these opportunities to limit the long-term commitment of firefighting resources and reducing overall costs. 
Use existing sawline and natural features to minimize probability of fire moving across the Tanana River. 
Provide protection to the values throughout the Mansfield Lake area by taking advantage of natural barriers or changes in fuel type to more open vegetation where helicopter buckets are successful in reducing risk to the area.
Implement closures:
Implement area, road, and trail closures as necessary to protect the health and safety of the public, permittees, contractors, and cooperators.
Use pilot cars, flaggers, and signs to provide safe access to travelers on the Alaska and Taylor Highways.
Collect structure data:
Personnel participating in detection and/or reconnaissance flights will note any unrecorded structures or sites and report them to the Agency Administrator.
Monitor fire:
Monitor the fire from the ground and from the air, to evaluate fire spread and fire behavior.
Monitor the incident. Conduct periodic aerial reconnaissance to assess fuels, fire behavior, spread rate and direction, and gps mapping. Assess proximity to infrastructure/cultural values at risk.
Active suppression will only occur if the fire becomes active and threatens structures and/or other identified sensitive resources (Allotments and other features).
Allow fire growth on state lands.  Monitor fire growth and identify potential future values at risk.
Monitor fire growth to the north of the Ladue River.  No values have currently been identified north or east of the current fire perimeter.  Monitoring fire movement will be the only tactic employed on this end of the fire unless new values are identified for protection.
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
