Incident Objectives – WFDSS Examples

[bookmark: _GoBack]Protect values at risk:
Provide protection to allotments per the memo by Steve Heppner, BIA Regional FMO dated May 29, 2010. 

Dependent on the availability of resources, provide point protection to allotments and designated improvements.  The priorities for allotment protection include:  1. protection of structures, 2. protection of white spruce stands, and 3. protection of cultural sites.  

Reduce fire damage to potentially accessible timber stands for future firewood and energy needs. Fires in the last decade have consumed much of the accessible firewood within this area; additional fire could potentially increase hardship on local village residents relying on this product as an energy resource. 

Protect homes and property in the Chisana River Subdivision Phase 1and along Alaska Highway including the communication facilities and military infrastructure. 
Protect structures and allotments designated with Full Protection status.
Protect values at risk including identified structures, the pipeline, the access to the Pogo Mine and its power line. 
Protect white spruce stands from fire impacts on Native Allotments
Minimize the impacts to travel on the Alaska and Taylor Highways.  Provide a safe travel corridor to travelers.
Provide protection to the structures within the Robertson Remote Recreation Area, the Fireweed Subdivision, the private property along the Tanana River and Alaska Highway, and other identified values in the immediate area.
Public Information:
Provide fire information to the public and the media as fire conditions warrant. 
Prepare and disseminate public information for media and local residents.  Keep surrounding communities advised of smoke conditions and potential impacts.  
Provide fire information to the public, the media, and the Joint Information Center.
The Agencies will make every reasonable effort to communicate to the public ongoing fire management efforts, fire situation, and socio-political and economic impacts of any fire management activities conducted within this FMU.
Maintain an interpretive and public information program that will educate public on the ecological role of fire in the park and provide daily fire danger and situation information. 
Communicate frequently, utilizing as many media as possible to inform the public and keep them current, i.e., radio, television, fliers, internet, town meetings, etc.
Prepare and disseminate timely and accurate fire information to the public, media, Area staff, and interagency community
Use Joint Information Center and Incident Management Team Public Information officers to communicate and coordinate to keep the public abreast of the fire status and any safety concerns.
Safety:
Provide for the safety of firefighters and the public.
Limit firefighter exposure to smoke, steep slopes, rolling rocks and debris, and snags. 
Keep non-suppression personnel and the public away from fire area to minimize conflicts with suppression activities.
Provide for public and firefighter safety.
Smoke:
Prepare and disseminate public information for media and local residents.  Keep surrounding communities advised of smoke conditions and potential impacts.  

Costs:
Utilize resources cost effectively to accomplish incident objectives. 
Utilize resources cost-effectively and communicate additional resource needs to accomplish incident objectives to the jurisdictional agency prior to a change in tactics.
Evacuation:
Plan for possible evacuations by coordinating with the Fairbanks-North Star Borough and establishing evaluation points for each identified subdivision for Evacuation Advisorys and Evacuation Warnings.
Coordination:
Maintain coordination between the agencies currently and potentially affected by this fire throughout the lifetime of the incident; including BLM Eastern Interior Field Office; US Army; US Air Force; State Division of Forestry; and State Division of Mining, Land, and Water.
Allow fire to burn:
Allow fire to burn and conduct individual site protection as necessary.  The criteria to be considered in making a determination to protect values are defensible space that would increase the probability of success and other fire management considerations such as fire fighter safety, resource availability, and fire behavior.  
Take no action to suppress fire other than to provide site protection to allotments and cabins on Doyon land, MTNT land or other identified values.  Protect permitted values on state land.
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
